On Saturday 21st June we had 

a most interesting talk and 

demonstration in Christ 

Church about the lives of the 

Gloucester Dock Boat people. 

We heard of the very cramped 

living conditions they endured 

in their tiny narrow boats, 

their living space being only 

ten feet and , indeed, very  

narrow, barely a couple of 

feet. It was fascinating to hear 

how the ladies had to jump off 

to do any òshoppingó and then 

run and catch up with the  

narrow boat. To make their 

living space look  appealing 

they had wonderfully painted 

buckets and bowls which they 

painted themselves in intricate 

patterns and made rugs out of 

rags, ingeniously using up every 

scrap of material they could lay 

their hands on and the colourful 

crocheting to decorate the boat 

and their bonnets!! We also 

learned of the tragic drowning of 

their children, sadly an           

occupational hazard. A hard life 

but they made the best of the 

little they had, a lesson for us 

all.  These ladies do regular 

demonstrations at Gloucester 

Docks and have their work on 

display and it is well worth a visit 

and it was delightful to see them 

in traditional dress. We are most 

grateful to them for visiting us 

and providing such a delightful

SMILE provides a multi-sensory environment for calming relaxation and 

sensory stimulation. It is for the benefit of children with profound and multiple disabilities as well as 

those with learning and sensory impairment. All users have problems with sensory processing; some 

have visual and hearing impairment, global delay, cerebral palsy or hyper-mobility. 

 

SMILE is a sensory room with a ôdifferenceõ; not only does it offer state of the art technology (not 

currently available at any sensory room in Worcestershire) it also provides play activities such as 

cooking, creative story-telling and messy play. There is a music room where children enjoy listening 

games, singing songs and making music with percussion instruments. Favourite songs have proved to 

be those with regular rhythm and repeated lyrics that children can recognise. Action songs are    

popular and help promote communicative gesture and in some cases signing alongside voice and 

speech.

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Archdeacons Come And Archdeacons Go!  

In Issue 8 (The Summer Issue) 

of this magazine, we thanked 

Archdeacon Roger Morris for 

all the help he had given to 

Christ Church whilst he was 

Archdeacon of Worcester and 

wished him well in his new 

appointment as Area Bishop 

of Colchester in the Diocese 

of Chelmsford. He has now 

been consecrated as Bishop of 

Colchester and started his 

new post there. 

Recently it has been          

announced that the Revd  

Canon Robert Jones is to be 

the next Archdeacon of 

Worcester. He will be       

formally licensed as         

Archdeacon of Worcester by 

Bishop John at the 4.00pm 

Cathedral Evensong on     

Sunday 16th November.   

The following Sunday, 23rd 

November he will be coming 

to preach at Christ Church's 

Patronal Festival 11am Holy 

Communion service.  

Canon Robert Jones was    

educated at Hatfield College in 

Durham and Ripon College 

Cuddesdon (where Canon 

Harold also studied some 

years earlier!). All of his     

ordained ministry has been in 

Worcester Diocese. He was 

curate of Holy Innocents 

Church, Foley Park  in       

Kidderminster (where Canon 

Harold was later Team      

Rector). Then he was Vicar of 

St. Francis, Wren's Nest in 

Dudley for 8 years. This was 

followed by the post of Team 

Rector of St. Barnabas 

Church, Rainbow 

Hill, Worcester with Christ 

Church Tolladine for the next 

14 years. During this period 

he was also Rural Dean 

of  Worcester East for 6 

years. He was appointed as an 

Honorary Canon of    

Worcester Cathedral in 2003 

(at the same service 

where Canon Harold was 

"canonised"). In 2006 he was 

appointed Diocesan Director 

of Development and became a 

senior member of the Bishop's 

Staff Team. Now he has been 

promoted to be the next 

Archdeacon of Worcester.  

He stands in the liberal     

catholic tradition of  the 

Church of England.

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My Grandfathers Chair  

When I was a little girl and used to 

stay with my Gran in the holidays, 

she used to tell me tales of her life 

as a girl and young woman.  She 

had grown up in Stourbridge, but 

moved to Malvern when she   

started work as a member of the 

housekeeping staff at Malvern Girls 

College (now, I believe, known as 

Malvern St James).   

One of the tales Gran told me 

about was deciding, on her day off, 

to take a walk up to the top of the 

Beacon.  As it was a Sunday, she 

had on her Sunday Best dress and 

a beautiful black straw hat. Well, 

she got to the top of the Beacon, 

but storm clouds were gathering, 

so she set off hurriedly to get back 

to the College.  Whilst she was 

still up the hill, though, the heavens 

opened and although she ran the 

rest of the way, she was soaked 

through by the time she got back 

to College.  She had thought she 

had got some strange looks from 

people as she was running through 

the town's streets, but it was only 

when she got back to her room 

and looked in the mirror she found 

that the black dye from her    

beautiful straw hat had run, all 

down her face all down her neck 

and ruining her Sunday Best dress! 

Whilst working at the College she 

met my Grandfather, Frederick 

John Goodyear (known as Jack). 

Jack had been born (in 1901) and 

raised in Malvern, living in Walmer 

Cottage, Lower Chase Road, 

Great Malvern, with his parents, 

William John Goodyear and 

Louisa (formerly Handley)   

Goodyear.  His father had been 

born in Poolend Street, Great 

Malvern. 

After courting each other, they 

married and, when Jack got a job 

on the railway as a fireman on the 

steam trains, they moved to 

Stourbridge to be nearer his 

work, based at Stourbridge   

Junction.  In 1927 they had a little 

girl who they named Betty (my 

Mother) and then, when my 

Mother was three years old, they 

had another little girl called   

Jocelyn (known as Joy). 

Sadly, on 28 February 1932, when 

Betty was barely five years old 

and Joy was still a baby in arms, 

my Grandfather died.  Although 

feeling unwell, he had decided to 

go to the football match at West 

Bromwich Albion, who he      

supported, whilst still suffering 

from what appeared to be a 

chesty cough.  He was taken very 

ill on his return home and he 

succumbed to a pulmonary    

embolism followed by          

pneumonia, dying at the age of 

just 30 years old. 

Of course his family in Malvern 

and my Gran were devastated.  

My Mother did not remember 

very much about that time as she 

was so young and, of course, Joy 

did not remember it at all, but it 

was to blight their lives for many 

years to come as Gran was left a 

widow in her late twenties and 

had to seek out housekeeping 

work to support the three of 

them.  On top of that Joy was a 

sickly child and had to spend 

quite some time at one of the 

"open air" children's hospitals 

which were so popular at the 

time.  

Jack's parents William and Louisa, 

who still lived in Malvern,       

arranged for a chair in Christ 

Church to have my Grandfather's 

name (F J Goodyear) carved into 

the back strut of it as a memorial 

to their son.  

Although Gran then lived in 

Stourbridge, within a few months 

she knew she had to find a job to 

support her small family.  Joy was 

left in the open air hospital with 

Louisa and William keeping an 

eye on her, whilst Gran took 

Betty and sought work down 

south, eventually working in 

Wendover, Hemel Hempstead 

and Watford.  Amongst other 

places, Gran worked for some 

time in Watford for Miss Isa   

Russell, a relative of Bertrand 

Russell the philosopher.  I have a 

letter of recommendation for my 

Gran written by Miss Constance 

Russell, Isa's niece, giving Gran a 

glowing reference as a nurse, 

companion and housekeeper. 

Because of working down south 

for so long and then eventually 

moving back to Birmingham, 

Gran, Betty and Joy were unable 

to visit Christ Church as often as 

they would have liked and     

gradually, over time, the chair 

became just another family tale. 

In 1974, though, when I was 18 

and my brother was 15, my 

Mother suggested the three of us 

visit Malvern on the train (as it 

was in the summer holidays and 

my Dad was at work that day).  

By that time, my Mother could 

not remember exactly where the 

Betty and Joy Jack and Ida 
Frederick John (Jack) Goodyear 
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chair was, even in which church.  

So, arriving at the station in    

Malvern, we asked the way to 

the town centre.  We then made 

our way to the Priory, thinking 

that must be where the chair 

was situated.  My Mother was so  

disappointed when all we could 

see were pews, no chairs and 

certainly no chair with her     

father's name on it. However, 

we were told by someone about 

Christ Church which, of course 

as we subsequently found out, 

was in the same road as the   

station where we had first     

arrived!  

We made our way to Christ 

Church and went in.  Initially we 

were disappointed as, again, we 

saw pews, not chairs.  But then 

we wandered into what I now 

know is the Lady Chapel. Seeing a 

few chairs with names carved 

into their backs, we took some 

heart and started searching more 

carefully.  After a few minutes we 

found the chair with                   

"F J  Goodyear" on it.              

My Mother was both happy and 

overwhelmed, because it brought 

her closer to her Father. She sat 

on the edge of the chair, holding 

the top of the back and her eyes 

brimmed with unshed tears.  I 

took her photo like that and have 

a canvas print of that photo in my 

hall to this day. 

A few years ago my husband, 

Tony, and I thought we would try 

to visit the chair.  We took a 

daytrip to Malvern and, after 

looking round the town and the 

Priory we went down to Christ 

Church.  Sadly, the door was 

locked and we had to go home. 

This year, my brother has been 

seriously ill but is now, hopefully, 

on the mend.  He and his family 

had visited Malvern but thought 

the chair was at the Priory and, of 

course, were unable to find it.  A 

few weeks ago, though, I had the 

idea of contacting someone at 

Christ Church to see if I could 

find out when the Church would 

be open, so I could visit.  I sent an 

email and was soon contacted by 

Angie Green, who offered to 

open up the church so I could see 

the chair.  As I work in the week 

and have family commitments on 

a Sunday, she very kindly agreed 

to meet us there on Saturday,     

16 August 2014.  I had hoped my 

brother could accompany us, but 

he was still recovering and so it 

was just Tony and I who turned 

up at the appointed hour. 

We had arrived a few minutes 

early and took the opportunity to 

also take some external photos 

of Malvern St James, where my 

Gran had worked, as well as 

some shots of the outside of 

Christ Church.  When Angie  

arrived, we all went in and quickly 

found my Grandfather's chair, 

which Angie moved so we could 

get lots of photos to show my 

brother and his family.  After 

showing Angie some of our family 

history documents which I had 

brought with me, I took more 

pictures of the chair and the 

church.  Tony (my husband) also 

took some photos of me sitting 

on the chair in the same pose as 

my Mother had all those years 

ago.  A very special moment for 

me. 

We then had a good look round 

the beautiful church, which was 

so peaceful and calm after the 

bustle we had encountered in 

Malvern earlier. We bought a 

book about Venice (our favourite 

place) from the Book Shop at the 

back of the Church and I also 

found a tiny burgundy and grey 

glazed jug which was a miniature 

version of one my Gran had 

owned many years ago and which 

I now have at home.  It seems it 

was all meant as a sign (no pun 

intended) - no more so than 

when Angie saw from one of my 

1974 photos that the church's 

notice board had been red with 

gold lettering back in 1974 and 

yet the Church committee had 

chosen that colour scheme for 

the new notice board because 

they thought it would be suitable, 

not realising it was an echo of its 

past colour scheme éthey say 

there are strange things in   

Heaven and Earth! 

A very big thank you to Angie for 

her hospitality and kindness and 

good luck to you all at Christ 

Church for the continued success 

of your beautiful church.
